During the course of Level 2 study you will learn to be-
come one with your horse through fluidity. Goal is Fluidity and Impulsion. On the third day, we will do advanced riding maneuvers, such 
as: refined rein positions, dressage movements (such as haunches in, shoulder in, canter departs) and/or jumping may be addressed.  Be 
prepared to have lots of fun! This third day is for those who are committed to the program and have successfully completed level 2 tasks.
